To the extent possible, all-German
statistics or comparative data are pu blished for the former territory of the
Federal Republic and the territory of the former GDR, i.e. the new
federal Laender. ln addition to selected comparative data for the in-
dividual federal Laender, the publication also presents in its appendix
the respective latest data for the member countries of the European
Communities and the OECD.

This little brochure can of course offer only a small section of the great
variety of numerical data available from official statistics. lf you are in-
terested in more detailed information, please request a free copy of the
comprehensive List of Publications by writing to the Federal Statistical
Office or to the publishers Verlag Metzler-Poeschel, Stuttgart.

Since the
accession of the former German Democratic Republic to the Federal Republic of
Germany pursuant to Article 23 of the Basic Law on 3 October 1990, the member
states ofthe Federal Republic have been the Laender of Baden-Württemberg, Bava-
ria, Berlin, Brandenburg, Bremen, Hamburg, Hesse, Lower Saxony, Mecklenburg-
Western Pomerania, North Rhine-Westphalia, Bhineland-Palatinate, Saarland,
Saxony, Saxony-Anhalt, Schleswig-Holstein and Thuringia.

Head of State of the Federal Republic of Germany is the Federal President. He repre-
sents the Federation in national matters and in its international relations. The Federal
President is elected for a f ive-year term ol off ice by the Federal Convention specially
convened for this purpose. The Federal Convention consists ol all members of the
Bundestag and an equal number ol members elected by the Laender parliaments
according to the rules of proportional representation.

Legislative power is vested rn the "Bundestag" and the "Bundesrat". The 12th
German Bundestag comprises 662 members (incl. 6 excess seats of the CDU, in
Mecklenburg-Western Pomerania 2, Saxony-Anhalt 3 and Thuringia 1). According to
the position afler the 1990 elections, the Social Democratic Party of Germany (SPD)

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is represented by 239 members, the Christian Democratic Union of Germany (CDU)
by 268, whilethe Christian Social Union (CSU) has 51, the Free Democratic Party
(F.D P) 79, the combined list of Alliance 90/Greens (890/G0 8 and the Party of
Democratic Socialism (PDS) 17 seats.

Through the Bundesrat, the Laender participate in the legislatlon and administration
of the Federation. The members of the Bundesrat are appointed by the Laender
Governments. The total of 68 voices are divided among the 1 6 Laender according to
the number of inhabitants.

Executive power is vested in the Federal Government. lt consists of the Federal Chan-
cellor who is elected by the Bundestag on the proposal of the Federal President, and
the Federal Ministers who are appointed by the Federal President on the proposal of
the Federal Chancellor.

Under the Basic Law, the judicial authority is vested in the judges, with the Federal
ConstitutionalCourt occupying a special posltion. lt decides in particular on the inter
pretation of the Basic Law in the event of constitutional disputes between government
organs, on the compatibility of lederal and Laender law with the Basic Law (voidance
petitions) as well as on complaints lodged by individual citizens in constitutionality
matters. Half of itsmembersareelectedbytheBundestag,andhalf bytheBundesrat.

Further information on the consumption of food,
beverages and tobacco is provided, inter alia, by the excise duty statistics.
