the individual federal Laender, the publication also presents in its annex the
respective latest data available on the German Democratic Republic and
Berlin (East), as well as on the member countries of the European Communi-
ties and the OECD.

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THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF GERMANY
The Federal Republic ol Germany is a democratic and social constitutional stale on a
parliamentary basis. lts Constitution is the "Basic Law" ol 23 May 1949. The member
states of the Federal Republic are the Laender Schleswig-Holstein, Hamburg, Lower
Saxony, Bremen, North Rhine-Westphalia, Hesse, Rhineland-Palatinate, Baden-Wuert-
temberg, Bavaria, the Saar and Berlin (West). ln Berlin (West), the implementation of the
Basic Law is subject to certain reslrictions.

Structure o, the State

The Laender of the Federal Republic

Head of State of the Federal Republic ol Germany is the Federal President. He
represents the Federation in national matters and in its international relations. The
Federal President is elected for a five-year term of oftice by the Federal Convention,
specially convened lor this purpose. The Federal Convention consists ol all members of
the Bundestag and an equal number of members elected by Laender parliaments
according to the rules of proportional representation.
Legislative power is vested in the "Bundestag" and "Bundesrat". The 1oth Bundestag
comprises 520 members (incl. 1 excess seat of the SPD each in Hamburg and Bremen),
including 22ftomBerlin (West) wilh limited voting rights. According to the position alter
the 1983 elections, the Social Democratic Party of Germany (SPD) and the Christian
Democratic Union (CDU) are represenled by 202 members each, while the Christian
Social Union (CSU) has 53, the Free Democratic Party (F.D.P.) 34 and THE GREENS
27 members.
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Through the Bundesrat, the Laender participate in lhe legislation and administration of
the Federation. The members of the Bundesrat are appointed by the Laender Govern-
ments. The total ol 45 voices - including four from Berlin (West) with restricted voting
rights - are divided among the 11 Laender according to the number ol inhabitants.
Executive power is vested in the Federal Governmenl. lt consists of the Federal
Chancellor, who is elected by the Bundestag on the proposal of the Federal President,
and the Federal Ministers who are appointed by the Federal President upon the proposal
of the Federal Chancellor.
Under the Basic Law, the judicial authority is vested in the judges, with the Federal
Constitutional Court occupying a special position. lt decides in particular on the interpre-
tation of the Basic Law in the event of constitutional disputes between government
organs, on the compatibility of federal and Laender law with the Basic Law (voidance
petitions) as well as on complaints lodged by individual citizens in constitutionality
matters. Hall of its members are elected by the Bundestag, and half by the Bundesrat.

Structural data ol great detail are derived
from the censuses ol buildings and dwellings (last in 1 986); they also serve as a basis lor
the annual updating of the dwelling stock and provide the sampling frame for the housing
sample surveys (last in '1978).
