The present Handbook of Statistics provides in concise form - by means
of figures, definitions of terms and selected charts - major resulis
available from official statistics on the economlc, social and cultural
situation in the Federal Republic of Germany. It further comprises some
tables containing internationally comparable figures.

As with the 1961 and 1964 editions of this handy reference book

published at three years’ infervals, the Federal Statistical Office again
decided to issue English and French versions of the 1967 edition in
order to provide interested quarters abroad with important numerical
information on the Federal Republic.

As to'their confents, the foreign-language versions are consistent with -
the German edition. For reasons of fopicality, more recent figures -
which have become qvulluble in the meantime were included in some
of the tables.

Sources: The figures have mainly been collected by the Federal Statistical Office or the Land
statistical . offices. In these cases a special indication of the source has been dispensed with.
Sources are given only where the figures have been obtained from other agencies.

The data in “International Tables” have mostly been derived from publications issued by the

United Nations (UN), but in part also from the original sources of the statistical offices of the
various countries. »

Area: If for methodological or technical reasons Berlin (Wesl) could- not yet be included in
" the totals for the Federal Republic, this has been mentioned in a footnote. The same applies o
to the absence of figures for the Saar up to 1959 (incl.).

Rounding of figures: Figures have in general been rounded without taking account of the

totals, so that there may be an apparent slight discrepancy between the sum of the constituent
items and the total as shown. Y

Decomposition of totals: The complete breakdown of a total is indicated by the term “‘of
which”, separate recording of only part of the constituent ifems by “incl.”. The ferm "‘of which”
has not been used where composition of the table as well as heading and stub clearly indicate
that the enfire sum has been broken down.’

Landscape, Climate, Natural Resources, State Terriiory

From the North Sea and the Baltic in the north to the Alps in the souih and from the Rheinisches
Schlefergeblrge in the west to the central chain of mountains in the eusi the Federal Republic
of Germany is geographically divided into the following five large parts:

The North German Lowlands south of the coasts of the North Sea and the Baltic with their off-
shore islands;

the ridge of the ceniral chain of mountains which comprises, among others, the Rheinisches
Schiefergebirge (Hunsrueck, Eifel, Taunus, Westerwald), the Weser and Leine Hills, the Franken-
wald, the Fichtel Mountains and ihe Bohemmn Forest;

the terraced and mountainous parts of western and southern Germany with the Black Foresf
the Odenwald, the Spessart, the Hardt Mountains and the Alb;

the south German footlands of the Alps with the Swabian-Bavarian tableland, the hill-country
of Lower Bavaria and the lowlands of the Danube;

the Alps between the Lake of Constance and Salzburg.

Characieristic features of the climate are precipitations throughout the year, prevailing westerly
winds, frequent weather changes and slight seasonal fluctuations of temperatures.

The major natural resources are: hard coal (Aix-la-Chapelle, Ruhr and Saar districts), brown
coal (west of Cologne), iron ore (Rheinisches Schiefergebjrge, Franconia Mountains, northern
footlands of the Harz Mountains), mineral oil (Emsland, Hanover, Schleswig-Holstein), natural
gas {North German Lowlands, fowlands of the upper Rhine, Bavarian footlands of the Alps) and

. potash salt (Lower Saxony, Hesse, South Baden).

The Federal Republic of Germany comprises the federal Laender Schleswig-Holstein, Hamburg,
Bremen, Lower Saxony, North Rhine-Westphalia, Hesse, Rhineland-Palatinate, the Saar, Baden-
Wuerhemberg and Bavaria. Berlin (West), which according to the Basic Law is also a Land of
the Federal Republic, has Four-Power status.

Explunaior'y Notes

Only part of the figures were provided by the population censuses, while the others have been
obtained by current adjustment of the population.

Resident population: Persons having their permanent residence in the specified ‘area. Persons
with'living accommodation in several communities have been allocated 1o the community from
which they go to work or to an educational or training institution. If they are neither economically-
active nor undergoing training, the dwelling or accommodation is considered in which they
mainly live. Members of foreign forces, of foreign diplomatic and consular missions and their
families are not inclided among the resident population. .

Expellees: Expellees are holders of the Federal Expellee Identity Card A or B and the children
of such persons. This group further includes all German nationals and ethnically Germans with -
their children who - even if they have not applied for Identity Card A/B or Refugee ldentity
Card C — had their residence on 1 September 1939 in the eastern territories of Germany at
present under foreign administration (borders as of 31 December 1937) or abroad.

Religious denomination: Membership of a Church, religious society or political-philosophical
community. .

‘Private household: Group of persons living and keeping house together which may comprise
both relatives and non-relatives, families in the narrowest and in the broader sense, domestic
servents, commercial, industrial or agricultural labour, etc. Persons who live and keep house
by themselves, e. g. single subtenants, are also counted as a household. Households of the staff
or of inmates of institutions (such as the households of the director of the institution, the physician
or the doorkeeper) are also considered as private households.

Marriages, births and deaths are recorded from the enumeration cards made out by the reg-

istrars’ offices. The number of dissolutions of marriages is determined from the enumeration

sheeis filled in by the district courts. The records of the registration offices provide the daia

on migrations. .

Marriages: Civil marriages, incl. of foreigners, except for cases where both spouses are

members of the foreign-armed forces stationed in the Federal Republic. :

Live births: All children who showed such evidence of life as either beating of the heart or

pulsation of the umbilical cord or setting-in of the natural respiration of the lungs. Up io the

end of 1957 only children whose natural lung respiration had begun. .

Foetal deaths: If a product of conception nieasures a minimum of 35 cm in length and does

not show any such evidence of life, it is considered still-born, .

Deaths: Foetal deaths, officially registered war deaths and legal declarations of déath are not

considered as deaths. :

Death rates: For computing general death rates, deaths are related to 1,000 living persons of

the same age and sex, while for infant mortality the infant deaths are relaied to 1,000 live births.

Changes in the age structure of the population are eliminated for the standardized death rates

by uniformly basing them on the age distribution of 1950. : . .

Life table: It shows the current diminution of an aggregate 100,000 men or women under the

mortality conditions of the years stated (order of survival) and the average number of years
- persons of various ages may still expect to live (expectation of life).

Migrations: Moves from one community fo another incl. cases where a person moves into

another dwelling while keeping the one he had hitherto occupied, or where he gives up this

further dwelling and returns to the original one.

Explanatory Motes

Schools providing general education

Primary schools : Attendance is compulsory for all children having completed their 6th year of age.
The full time of compulsory educafion extends in the Laender of Schleswig-Holstein, Hamburg;
Bremen, Lower Saxony and Berlin (West) to 9 years; the other Laender are gradually intro-
ducing 9 years of compulsory schooling. The first 4 or 6 years at primary school are aftended
by all children. From the 5th or 7th school year the children may attend other schools or insti-
- tutions providing general education. -

. Special schools: Schools for children subject to compulsory education at a primary ‘school who
cannot be instructed, or not with sufficient success, at regular schools because of their mental,
psychical or physical disposition (e.g. schools for the blind, schools for backward children).

Intermediale ard grammar schools (academic high schoals): Admission to these institutions
presupposes 4 or 6 years of primary schooling in the junior department. The infermediate
school comprises six, the grammar school (academic high school) nine years of sc¢heoling
after 4 years of primary school. The leaving certificate of the intermediate school perniifs to
go in for elevated occupations not requiring academic education. The leaving certificate of the .
grammar school (academic high school) entitles the holder to enter an academic instifution of
higher education. :

“New system" schools: They are to be found in the Laender of Hamburg, Bremen and Berlin
(West) and comprise in a complex school system all types of schools providing general edu-
cation. The *Freie Waldorfschulen’ are of a similar structure. :

Schools providing vocational education

Pari-time vocational schools: Offering 6 fo 12 hours per week of compulsory schooling and
running parallel to the occupation. All young people who are apprentices, in some ofher
employment or even unemployed have to aitend them affer primary scheol up to the completed
18th year of age or until the completion of the practical vocational training. .

Vocational extension schools: Institutions which, after completion of the full time of compulsory
education are attended for the purpose of a general further education related 1o the accupation
with the aim of qualifying for an advanced full-time vocational school. The period of schooling
extends over 1 to 1'[z years for full-time schools and to 3 fo 3'/2 years for part-time schools.

Full-time vocational schools: Full-time schools comprising courses of at least one year. They are
dtiended instead of the part-time vocational school and serve in particular the purpose of pre-
paring for commercial, clerical and domestic occupations es well as specialized occupations in
the field of handicrafis. : :

Advanced full-time vocational schools: Full-time schools which are atfended by studenis having
completed their 18th year of age. Courses last from half a year fo three or even more years.
They prepare for occupations requiring a higher qualification.

Engineering schools: By aim and duratfion of the studies, these are independent full-time
vocational schools for technical instruction. )

Teacher training colleges ard similar institutions: They train teachers for primary, inter-
mediate and special schools as well as for schools:providing vocational education (excl. feachers
of commercial schools).

Institutions of higher education: They are divided into academic institutions of higher edy-
cation and colleges of music, fine arts and physical education. . :

The academic institufions of higher education comprise universities, technical colleges, academic
institutions with university status but only one or few faculties, colleges of theological philosophy
and evangelical colleges. - .

Adult education schools: Further education of adulls in evening classes (working groups,
courses, lecture series) or by individual aciivities covering a wide range of subjects. The figures
give the number of subscriptions to the various courses because one student may sign up for
several subjecfs.

Explanatory Notes

Elections to the “Bundestag’ and the “Landtage” (Hamburg and Bremen: “Buergerschaft”;
Berlin (West): “Abgeordnefenhaus™) are held every four years. For the “‘Landtag” of the Saar
the period is five years. Persons having completed the 21st year of age are entitled fo vote,
while completion of the 25th year of age is required for eligibility.

Yotes recorded: Proportion of votes valid and void cast by the registered voters.
“‘Bundestag’ election procedure: Part of the members of the “Bundestag” are elected by a
(relative) majority vote in constifuencies, the other by proportional ballot according to electoral
tickets for parties in the individual Laender. Since 1953 every voter has had two votes; he casts
the first one for a candidate in the constituency and endorses with the second vote the ticket of
a party in his Land. .

Apporticnment of seats: If tickets of the same parties for several Laender are combined — a
practice followed since 1957 — first the seats are computed which the parties have gained from
second vates cast in the whole polling area. In a second counting of votes the electoral mandates
then are further apportioned according to the votes cast for the individudl Laender tickets. From
the number of parliamentary seats thus obtained the number of seats for constituencies won
by the party in the relevant Land is then deducted. If the number of seats gained in constituencies
is higher, they all go to the party concerned (“‘excess seais”). .

Blocking clause: In order fo qualify for the apportionment of seals, a party must poll at least
5% of the votes recorded in the Federal Republic or win in af least three constituencies.

In addition to the candidates directly returned to the.“*Bundestag”, there are another 22 members
for the Land of Berlin. They are now elected by the Berlin ““Abgeordnetenhaus”, since there are
still some impediments to the full implementation of the Federal Election Law in Berlin.

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Vil. Employment

Explanatory Noies

Data on the employment of the population are derived from various sources. Table 1 contains the
" results of an estimafion which, while also using statistics covering partial fields of economic
activity, is based on the figures of the Population and Occupation Census of 1961 and of the
microcensuses faken from 1961 1o 1965. Tables 2 to 5 present the results of sample surveys of the
‘microcensus. The figures in Tables 6 and 7 were computed by the “Bundesanstalt fir Arbeiisver-
mittlung und Arbeitslosenversicherung”, Nuremberg.

Active population: All persons who normally pursue a gainful activity (self-employed, unpaid
family workers, dependently employed persons) irrespective of the hours they have to work
under their contracts or which they actually worked. The active population consists of eco-
nomically active persons and persons not gainfully employed.

Non-active population: All persons who do not pursue any gainful activity.

Self-erhployed: Persons who as proprietors or fenanis operate an industrial or commercial
establishment or agricultural holding and have both its economic and orgarizational direction,
further all persons. with liberal professions.

Unpaid family workers: Family members helping on an agricultural holding or in a non-
agricultural establishment operated by a self-employed family member and not being paid any
wages or salaries. The number of hours worked in this capacity is not considered for classifying
them as unpaid family workers.

Dependently employed persons: Officials and employed ‘persons (salaried employees and
wage earners). Salaried employees include commercial, technical and administrative employees,
further student-trainees and improvers, commercial and administrative apprentices. Wage
earners also comprise journeymen, helpers, industrial apprentices and homeworkers.

Unemployed: Unemployed persons registered at employment exchanges.

Persons whose principal means of subsistence accrue from economic activity: Econom-
ically active persons who derive their means of subsistence mainly from their gainful activity.

Persons whose principal means of subsistence accrue from unemployment benefits or’
relief: Economically aclive persons who, apart from insignificant economic activity, derive their
means of subsistence mainly from unemployment benefits or relief and persons not gainfully
employed whose means of subsistence are mainly provided for by unemployment benefits or relief.

Persons whose principal means of subsistence accrue from pensions etc.: Economically
active and non-active persons as well as persons not gainfully employed who mainly live anincome
originating from claims due to former employment, from claims accruing to surviving dependents,
from pension claims because of war disablement, from public assistance or property, efc.

Pzarsons whose principal means of subsistence accrve from family members: Econom-
ically active and non-active persons as well as persons not gainfully employed whose principal
means of subsistence are provided for by parents, spouses, children or other members of the
family.

Explanatory Notes

Agriculiural and forestry holding: Economic unit with a total area of 0.5 hectares and over
which is independenfly handled by the hoider and wholly or in part used for purposes of agri-
culture, foresiry or fisheries. Area allowed for use by employed perscns is considered part of the
holding of the employer.

Agriculiure cuiside holdings: Collectively used meadows and pastures owned by communi-
ties or other public or private bodies as well as units of landed property consisting only of
extensive grazing, litter meadows, fullow land or other areas not utilized.

Principal line of production (PLP): Classification of holdings according to the group of
products which — in terms of market value of the producis incl. home consumption — represents
the main production.

Farm or wood area (total area): Comprises own areas culfivated by the holder, areas leased
or taken over for cultivation, excluding those let on lease or operated by others. included are
also areas which are part of the holding and taken up by buildings, farmsteads or lanes, further
waste land, waters, etc. .
_ Acreage: Total area of all agricultural and forestry holdings located in the region incl. all other
areas if they are not operated by holdings ouiside the region.

A_griéuli’urul area: Comprises arable and garden land, fruit orchards, tree nurseries, meadows
and pastures, vineyards and osier-beds.

Labour of agricuitural holdings: Persons aged 14 years and over who are occupied on the
agriculfural holding and in the household of the holder.

_ Family labour: Holder, members of his family and relatives living with him in the same
household. ' ’
Permanent hired labour: Hired labour in regular employment at the holding and rela-
tives of the holder who do not live with him in the same household. ’ -

Redistribution of land: Consolidation and reallocation of scattered plots.

Gross production of the soil: Totel production of the soil without any deductions for seeds,
feed and losses of weight.

Grain equivaleni: A ratio calculated for most products of vegetable origin according to the
nutritious value, otherwise according to yield conditions (e. g. for vegetables, vines, tobacco, hop)
or according to the nuiritious value required for such production (products of animal origin).
Sales returns: Receipts from sales of products 16 other branches of economic activity and directly
to consumers. Direct purchases of seeds, breeding stock, feed, etc. by one holding from another
are excluded (the same applies to operating expenditure).

Operating expenditure: Cash expenditures excl. wage claims of family labour, personal
taxes, immediate assistance or equalization of burdens levies and remuneration in kind, but
incl. expenditure on new construction and extension of farm buildings as well as on new machin-
ery.

Slavghtering weight: Weight of slaughtered and disemboweled animals; catile without skin,
head and limbs separated from the body at specified joints, but with kidneys and suet; pigs with
skin, head, feet and fatty portions of the inside.

Deep-sea and inshore fisheries: Catches are recdrded in terms of landings of fresh fish. Quan-
tities already processed on board ship (salted fish, frozen fillets, etc.) are converted accordingly.

Explanatory Notes

Census of Non-Agricultural Local Uniis

The 1961 Census of Non-Agricultural Local Units covered 1he enterprises and local units in
nearly all sectors of economy, except for agricultural and forestry enterprises and holdings as
well as for private households in this cupucnfy

Enierprlses Legally independent economic uniis ‘which draw up their own balance sheets and
comprise one or several local units (single or multi-establishment enferprises).

Local uniis: Units where at least one person — incl. the proprietor or manager — was per-
manently working on a fulldime or pari-time basis.

Persons engagéd: Working proprietors, family workers and all persons dependently employed
at the local unit.

Table | presents the enterprises according to the German Industrial Classification of Economic
Activities (1961 Edmon) Enterprises with various activities (combinations) were clnsslf‘ed by
their ““main activity”’. The table for enterprises is of course restricted to the sector “Enterprises
and Liberal Professnons" (Divisions 0 to 7 of the Classification). Local units and persons engaged
are recorded in this table by the economic aclivities of the relevant enterprises, even where,
according fo their own activities, they would have to be allocated to another economic activity
than the enterprise itself. This may for instance happen with local units of multi-establishment
enterprises. In this respect the following table differs from the one coniained in Handbook of
Statistics, 1964, page 67 fi. There the local units and persons engaged were presented according
to their own activities.

Survey of the Cost Structure of Non-Agriculiural Enterprises

Cost structure surveys are held every four years on a sample basis consecutively in most sectors
of economy. Statistical unit is the enfire enferprise. The enterprises are classified by economic
aclivity and allocated in the same way as the local units. The followmg tables contain partiaf
f'gures for the transport industry in 1963 and for wholesale trade in 1964. For further details
see ‘‘Stafistisches Jahrbuch 1968", pp. 199 ff. .

Balance Sheets of Joint-Stock Companies

Number and nominal capital of joint-stock and limited companies are recorded and currently
adjusted on the basis of registrations in the Trade Register. Balance-sheet stalistics cover com-
mercial balances of joint-stock tompcmles as derived from the obligatory publications in the
‘‘Bundesanzeiger”. Figures on credit institutions and insurance companies are nof included.
Annual statements of accounts of communal power supply and 1rnnspod enterprises are covered
by direct inquiries and processed in the same way as those of joini-stock companies.

The bunldmg reports provide information on the main secior of construction, i.e. on building
industry proper. It comprises the estubhshments of civil and construciional engineering (incl.
‘road building), the branches engaging in special activities, further stucco and plastering trades,
carpeniry and roofing work. The statistics on building activily cover the buildings and dwellings
authorized or completed. Statistics on non-completions record the dwellings authorized but not
yet completed according lo stage of construction. Building projecis entirely or parily financed
from public funds are covered by the stafistics on building permits. :
This section contains first resulis of the 1%-Housing Survey, 1965.

Establishment: The unit considered is the bundmg establishment and not the building site or
the building enferprise.

Persons engaged: Working proprietors and all persons dependently emplayed in the estab-
lishment (wage earners, salaried employees apprentices), annual averages computed from 12

monthly values.

Total wages and salaries: Gross total excl employers' social msurance confributions, but
incl. payment for legal holidays, vacation, sickness, ete.

:—!«;urs worked: All hours actually worked on building sites and bunldmg yards (not hours pu.ld

or

Turnover: Remuneration for building work in the Federal Republic liable to be repoﬂed fo the
tax and revenue offices.

Residential construction: Buildings primarily serving housing purposes incl. one-dwelhng

houses and apartment blocks for members of federal armed forces and foreign armed forces
stationed in the Federal Republic, as well as creation of dwellings by conversion or extension of
buildings and rooms formerly used for other purposes.

Farm construction: Incl. also bmldmg work designed to increase agriculiural production, e.g.
drainage systems.

Commercial and industrial construction: Coénstructions primarily serving commercial

purposes incl. electricity, gas and wufer works as well as other buildings erected for public

authorities and the like.

Public works, construction for transpori: Buildings mainly serving central and local
government functions (e.g. courthouses, tax and revenue office buildings, barracks, sewers,
sporis facilities, schools) and those primarily used for transport and communications.

Gross increase of buildings and dwellings: Increase from building activity. -

Net increase of buildings and dwellings: Increase from building activity minus decreuse due
to fire, demolition, etc.

Residential buildings: Buildings used for hublfahon exclustvely or at least fo one half of the
space to be considered. They comprise one, two and mulli-dwelling houses, farmhouses, smull-
holders’ cottages as well as buildings occupned only femporarlly and which have at least 50 m?* of
floor space (e.g. weekend houses).

Non-residential buildings: Buildings mainly used for comrnercml ugrlculturql social, cul- -
tural or administrative purposes, but which may also comprise ‘hvmg quarters (= occupled
non-residential buildings).

Provisional dwellmgs‘ Makeshift buildings, barracks, Nissen huts, summer-houses efc. as
well as temporarily occupied buildings with less than 50 m? of floor space.

Dwellings: Self-contained single or connected rooms intended for habitation and located in
residential or non-residential buildings if they are suitable for independent housekeeping. They
must have their own and not only provisional kitchen or kitchenette and should have a sepuruie
entrance. Basement lodgings are not considered as dwellings.

Living quarters: Single or connected rooms used for habitation and located in residential or
non-residential buildings which have neither a kitchen nor g kitcheneite of their own; basement
lodgings and all living accommodation in provisional dwellings.

Communal heating: Heating of rooms by multiple, central or district heating.

Housing allowances: Allowances for rental and other charges granted under the Lu.w on
Housing Allowances of 1 April 1965 (Bundesgesetzblatt I, p. 177) designed to avoid social
hardship by providing occupants with sufficient means for a minimum of living space. The 1965
statistics on housing allowances also comprise the statistics on grants for rental and other charges
covering the period 1 January fo 31 March 1965 (Law on Allowances for Rent of 29 July 1963 —
. Bundesgesetzblunl p. 508).

Family income: Total annual income of the family members belonging to the household - for
single persons their annual income — minus the amounts fo be considered as provided by the law,

Explanatory Notes

Whosale Trade: Figures compiled from current wholesale trade reporis, a sample survey
covering about 10,000 enterprises of wholesale trade (Table 1). During the last few years, the
wholesale trade reporis have been based on a new computation method and on a new classifica-
tion related to the German Industrial Classification of Economic Activifies.
Persons engaged are all persons employed by the enterprise on a full-fime or pari-time basis
(working proprietors, family workers and employed persons).
Business turnover is the value of ali goods delivered and services rendered by the whole enter-
prise. Thus it does not include only the turnover in wholesale trade but, e.g., also retail trade,
industrial, handicraft and other turnover of enterprises the main activity of which is wholesale
trade. Tax-exempt turnover and deductible free allowances areincluded. For enterprises dealing
with commercial agency the business turnover corresponds, apart from own business, to com-
missions and reimbursements received. .
Retail trade: Figures compiled from current retail frade reports, a sample survey covering
about 40,000 enterprises of retail trade (Tables 2 and 3). Retail rade includes also mail order
business, trading on markets and itinerant frade as well as pharmacies. The retail irade reports
were also based on a new computation method and a new classification. The breakdown of
figures according to the classification (Table 2) is followed by a presentation by fype of business
organization (Table 3). :
The definitions for persons engaged and business turnover used for wholesale trade also apply
analogously 1o retail trade; for persons engaged only figures on those in full-time employment.
Department stores: Enterprises of refail trade as specified under item 43 00 0 of the German
Industrial Classification of Economic Activities (retailing of various commeodities in the line of
clothing, textiles, household goods and furnishings). They must not be cooperafive societies or
other consumer organizations and have fo comply with the following conditions: As single-
estublishhmenf enterprises they have fo employ at least 25 persons and fo sell their goods in an
open shop.
Inthe case of mulfi-establishment enterprises at least one branch has to comply with these condi-
ﬁonls cu}d the turnover of this branch must account for more than 50 per cent of the enterprise’s
total sales.
Mail order companies: Enterprises of retail trade which do not sell their goods predominantly in
open shaps but rather dispatch them to order (according to catalogue, advertisements and
prospeciuses or through sales representatives) by post or other means.
Branch enterprises : Enferprises of retail trade with five and more sales outlets excluding depari-
ment stores, mail order companies as well as cooperative societies and other consumer organiza-
tions. . . :
 Hotel and restaurant industry: Figures compiled from current reporis on hotél and restaurant
industry, a sample survey covering about 13,000 enterprises of the catering trade and the hotel
industry. Included are the hotels, inns and boarding houses of the hotel indusiry, and restaurants,
eating houses, station restaurants, cafés, bars, dance and entertainment halls of the catering trade.
Monthly collection of figures on businéss turnover — in the hotel indusiry according to turnover
from overnights and meals — as well as on the number of persons engaged. The abdve defini-
tions for persons engaged and business furnover apply mutatis mutandis also to the hotel and
restaurant industry. . )
Tourism: In communities which register 3,000 and more overnights annually, the establishments
of the hotel industry and other lodging places providing temporary accommodation against
payment are liable to report. Figures on guesis registered and overnights as well as the country
of origin of foreigners are recorded monthly, those on rooms and beds on 1 April of every year.
Trade in goods between Berlin (West) and the rest of the Federal Republic: The figures
are compiled from the interzonal trade permits used for the trade in goods of Berlin { West)
across the zonal border. The figures thus also include the consignments exchanged between Ber-
lin and foreign countries and crossing the zonal border with trade permils as well as the non-
invoiced frade in goods between local uniis of the same firm. Mudil and minor consignmenis as
well as air freight shipmentis up to 20 kg are excluded. .
Trade in goods between the currency areas of DM-West and DM-East: The figures are
compiled from the data contained in the inferzonal trade and purchasing permits handled by the
customs agencies. The purchases and deliveries are covered irrespective of the mode of payment.
Used packing material, non-invoiced consignments as well as exporis, imports and consignments
in transit are not included.

Explanatory Notes

Foreign trade statistics which are generally based on data provided by importers and export-
ers show the frontier crossing goods traffic between the report area and foreign countries.
The report area covers the lerrifory of the Federal Republic of Germany. Trade in goods
with the currency area of DM-East is not included in foreign trade statisfics.

The export figures contained in this Section differ from the'data on foreign turnover of industrial
Jocal unils on page 75. Foreign turnover of indusirial focal units comprises, for instance, only
direct sales fo buyers abroad and — where clearly deferminable — sales fo German exporters;
the values are based on ex factory prices.

. The figures shown in the following tables relate to special trade. This includes direct imporis of
commodities and imporis of foreign commeodities from warehouse (since 1962: customs storage
warehouse and free port store}

into free circulation, for active improvement (processing of goods for account of persons
within the country and job processing), after passive improvement and as ships’ and air-
craft stores of outward-bound German sea-going vessels and aircraft

as well as exports of commodities

out of free circulation, affer active improvement (processing of goods for account of
persons within the couniry and job processing), for passive improvement and as ships’
aircraft stores of outward-bound foreign sea-going vessels and aircraft.

Grouping of commodities in Tables 2 to 4 according fo the classification “Commodity Groups
and Sub-Groups of Food Production, Trade and Indusiry’ and in Table 5 according to the
“Classification for Statistics and Tariffs for Infernational Trade (CST)”.

The figures of Table 6 have been computed by allocating the numbers of the Commadity
Classification for Foreign Trade Stafistics to the corresponding commodity groups and branches
of the Commodity Classification for Industry Statistics. By classifying the commodities according
to =pheres of production, those commodities are brought together which were produced of the
same raw materials and with the same production techniques. The spheres of production do
not provide any indications as to the shares of invesimeni goods and consumer goods in foreign
trade of the Federal Republic. Major consumer goods (e.g. television sefs and refrigérators) are
for instance recorded as elecirical goods in fhe sphere of investment-goads industries.

The indicated valves generally relate fo the frontier crossing value, i.e. to the value free at
border of the report areq, for imports excluding German import duties.

Contrary to the current values (see preceding paragraph), the volume has been computed
a posteriori. It is determined by recording the quantilies reporied per commodity number for the
period under review at the unit value (value per quantity unif) of 1962. Therefore the volume
represents the value as it would have been if the unit values (prices) of 1962 had remained un-
changed during the periods under review.

As areas of purchase and sale are recorded in Table 7 the countries of production or of
consumption and in Table 8 also the countries of sale or of purchase.

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Explanatory Notes

Passenger transport: The stafistics present transport cases, i.e. multiple counls are made for
one ‘and the same person if carried several fimes. Passenger iransport by inland waterways
craft is not covered. One passenger-kilometre is performed by currylng a person over a distance
of 1 kilometre.

Goods transport: For goods transport, too, the fransport cases are counted, but muliiple counts
are much less frequeni. The goods carried in the various branches of transport are presented
according to the “/Classification of Goods for Transport Statistics” which has been effective
since 1 ]anuary 1962. The weight of the goods carried is given as gross weight in fons. One fon-
kilometre is performed if goods weighing one ton are carried over a distance of 1 kilometre.
Only ton-kilometres performed inside the Federal Republic are included.

Railway transpori

Data are based on reporis of the railways engugmg in public transport (Germun Federal
Railways, other railways). Statistics on transportation of goods by rail comprlse only the trans-
port subject to the payment of freight. .

Road transport

The road neiwork consists of classified and non-classified (communal) roads. The length of
classified roads is recorded annually, the widths and types of surfaces at five years’ intervals.
Data on non-classified roads are colleded at larger infervals — latest survey for the reference
date of 1 January 1966.

The total number of motor vehicles is determined from the central card- mdex of the “Krafifahrt-
Bundesamt”. For goods transport by motor vehicles both frontier crossing transport and long-
distance road haulage inside the Federal Republic are currently recorded, while short-distance
;ranspori inside the Federal Republic is covered only at several years® intervals, latest survey in

Inland waterways transport

The total of inland waterways craft is determined from the card files kept at the Federal Statis-
tical Office. The data on inland waterways transport comprise all goods transports (incl. com-
binad inland walerways and sea-borne transport) effected by German and foreign vessels on
inland waterways of the Federal Republic.

Sea-horne shipping

The total of ocean-going vessels is determined from the card files of the Federal M|n|siry of
Transport. The stalistics on sen—borne shipping cover the number and cargo capacity of ships
enfering and clearing coastal ports *for trade purposes’.

The statistics on goods carried in sea-borne shipping cover the seawise receipts and shipmenis
of goods at the various ports. The combined inland waterways and sea-borne transport between
harbours of the Federal Republic (ses inland walerways transport) is also recorded, not however
the transport involving inland harbours with poris ouiside the Federal Republic.

The gross register tonnage (G.R.T.) measures the total closed-in space of ocean-going vessels
(1 register ton = 2.832 m?).

Air transport

The number of aircraft has been derived from the aircraft roll kept by the “Luftfahri-
Bundesamt,

Data on the volume of air transport relate to commercial passenger, freight and mail traffic at
the airporis of the Federal Republic.

Federal Postal Administration

Figures on communications incl. rqdlo und felevision have been derived from the opernimg
statistics of the Federal Postal Administration.

Pipelines

Data relate only to the conveyance of crude peirofeum by means of pipelines {excl. field lmes)
Traffic accidents.

A traffic accident has to be reported if persons have been killed or injured due fo the traffic on
public roads and places. Statistics on road traffic accidenis further cover accidents involving
only property damage. For sea-borne shipping only those accidents are recorded siatistically for
which there have been maritime court hearings. Only the data included on persons killed are
comparable with accidents in other branches of fransport.

Viclims are recorded as persons killed if they died at the place of accident or within 30 days in
’c?lnsel:]uence of the accident, as seriously injured if they were hospitalized, as siightly injured in
all other cases.

The latter are determined by the lype of risk fo be borne by the insurance
company. Part of the insurance companies do business only in one line (specialized institutions).
Frequently the sphere of business of a company extends, however, to several lines of insurance
{combination of branches). This epplies in particular fo indemnity and accident insurance.

No such distinction has, however, bean made for investments.. The relevant figures relate to
investments of the companies.

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XVII. Social Security Schemes

Explanatory Notes

Legal health insurance: Compulsory insurants are wage earners, apprentices and salaried
employees with @ monthly salary of up to 660 DM (since 1 Sept. 1965 up to 900 DM) as well as
the great majority of recipients of social insurance pensions. Insurants may voluntarily continue
to insure when no longer liable to do so. Benefits: Medical treatment, medicaments, hospital and
nursing care, maternity benefits, death benefits for the insured and members of their families,
sickness payments and out-patients’ allowances for insurants.
Legal accident insurance: Insured are all persons in an employment or service relationship,
apprentices and, pursuant to the statutes of the professional associations, the major part of the
self-employed and the unpaid family workers. Benefils in the case of industrial injuries and
occupational diseases: Medical freatment and nursing care, sickness payments, pensions and
other payments in cash and in kind, surviving dependents’ pensions.
Workers’ old age insurance funds: Compulsory insurants are all wage earners and all’
independent crafismen. Insurants may voluntarily continue toinsure when nolongerliableto doso
or increase the insurance. Benefits: Measures designed to maintain, improve and restore the
earning capacity; pens. pd. to persons incapable for work, old age and surviving dependents’ pens.
Employees’ old age insurance funds: Compulsory insurants are all salaried employees with
a monthly salary of up to 1,250 DM (since 1 July 1965 up to 1,800 DM)-and certain liberal profes-
sions. Otherwise as under workers' old age insurance funds.
Miners’ pension insurance funds: Compulsory insurants are persons employed in mining,
“i.e. all wage earners as well as salaried employees with a monthly salary of up to 1,250 DM
(since 1 July 1965 up to 1,800 DM). Insuranis may voluntarily continue to insure when no longer
liable to do so or increase the insurance. Benefits: Measures designed fo mainiain, improve and
restore the earning capacify; pensions paid fo underground workers (new system) because
of partial disability o work in mines and miners’ pensions in the case of complete disability,
miners’ refirement benefits, surviving dependents’ pensions.
Farmers’ old age pension funds: Unless exempt, all farmers are liable to pay contributions.
Benefits: Old age pay {under certain cond.) for former farmers and their surviving spouses.
Unemployment insurance: Covering all employed persons liable fo insurance for pessible
sickness or under the Employees’ Insurance Law. Benefits: Unemployment pay to persons
unemployed and entitled to draw benefits, compensation for wages lost, measures designed to
prevent or terminate unemployment.
Unemployment relief: Public.relief granted to unemployed persons able and willing to work
who are not entitled to unemployment pay and in need of assistance.
Children’s aliowances: Up to 30 June 1964 children’s allowances for third and subsequent
children paid by the family allowance funds, for the secand child (since April 1961) by the children’s
allowance funds. Since 1 July 1964 all persons living within the territory covered by the law
receive children’s allowances under the Federal Law on Children's Allowances for the third and
each subsequent child, provided they are not entitled fo such payments as members of the public
'service or as recipienis of social benefits. Children’s allowances for the second chifd are granted
to-those persons who, together with their spouses, have an annual income of not more than
7,200 DM, since 1 January 1965 7,800 DM, except for persons with three or more children.
Assistance scheme for war victims: Eligible for a pension are war-disabled and surviving
dependents of war victims. Benefits: Medical treatment, hospital care, aid to war victims (see
below), disablement pensions, basic and equalization pensions paid to widows and orphans,
parenis’ pensions, allowances for nursing care, compensation for occupational detriment, funeral
allowances, lump sum indemnificatiori and indemnification paid upon marriage,
Public assistance: Benefits for needy persons under the Federal Law on Public Assistance, i.e.
relief payments for subsistence and in specific situations (incl. aid fo tuberculars) outside and
inside institutions, homes and similar establishments.
Aid to war victims: Benefits to disabled persons and their family members as well as to the
surviving dependents under the Federal Law on Pensions to War Victims, i.e. vocational aid,
educ, allowances, suppl. subsistence aid, recreational and housing assist., efc.; special aid.
Public youth welfare: Official measures for the promotion of youth welfare pursuant to the
Law on Youth Welfare, i.e. in particular protection of foster children, official guardianships,
assistance rendered with adoptions and affiliations, social assistance in juvenile courls, educ.
guardianship, voluntary educational assistance, correctional education, supervision at homes
and protection of children accommodaied in homes. -
Equalizaiion of burdens (public relief and compensation payments): Eligible are expellees and
persons who suffered damage because of the war or in connection with the currency. Benefits:
Basic compensation, war damage pensions, compensalion for household equipment, accom-
modation assistance, currency conversion compensation, compensation for holders of “‘old sav-
_ings”, training grants, loans and other promotive measures.

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Explanatory Notes

The data on revenue and expenditure of central and local government in Table 1 are derived
from budget estimates and in Tables 2 and 4 from the siatistics of annual accounts (Federal
Government and communal finance). For the figures on cash tax revenue (Table 3) the monthly
stafistics compiled by the Federal Minisiry of Finante and the quarterly stafistics on communal
finance are drawn upon. information on the personnel of the Federal Government, the Laender
and communities is provided by the surveys on personnel conducted annually on 2 October. The
indebtedness of the Federal Government, the Laender and communities is determined annually
on 31 December by the survey on the indebtedness of central and local government.

Diréct expenditure/revenue: Direct expendifure comprises expenditure for administrative and
specific purposes as well as expenditure on capital transactions, while direct revenue includes
taxes, adminisirative and operating revenue as well as revenue from capital ransactions. So
this is tota!l expenditure (revenue) excl. grants, loans and redemption payments to (from) central
and local government for the aggregate of all functions, also less reimbursements.

For the aggregate of all funclions also less reim-
bursements. Net expenditure constitutes the amount of expenses to be covered or financed by the
respective central and local government agencies from their own funds, ° '

Total expendifureftotal revenue: Direct expenditure (revenue) plus payments to (from) other
central and local government agencies as well as other levels of administration not included in
the respective statistical unit.

Wage tax statisties: Covering all wage-tax payers, d or not d, whose wage-fax
cards were refurned fo the tax and revenue offices.

Incorfie fax siatistics, corporation tax statistics: The assessed taxpayers were recorded
from copies of the fax assessments.

Property tax stalistics: The assessed taxpayers were recorded from copies of the tax assess-
ments.

Statistics on standard values of working asseis: Commercml local wnits, for which a
standard value had been established for 1 January 1963, were covered on the basis of copies
of assessment nofices,

Turnover tax: The 1964 turnover tax statistics, conducted on the basis of data derived from
advance turnover-tax returns, provides figures on the number of fdxpuyers, total turnover and
the turnaver tax for taxpayers with an annval turnover of more than 12,500 DM; for distributing
agents, brokers and libera! professions (with a furnover excluswely from professional.activities)
20,500 DM and over.

Excise duties: The figures on tax revenue give the nominal receipls. Because of the time factor
and for other reasons they therefore deviate from the cash tax revenue. The consumer goods
-+ taxed do not constitute the total sales. There must be added the untaxed quantities which are

covered by the excise duty statistics, but do not figure in Table 16. .

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Explanatory Notes

Price statistics provide information on both level and trends of prices for goods and services at
the individual stages of the economic process. The assessment of the price level is above all
dependent on the type and quality of the goods or services, the marketing stage (producer’s price,
consumer price, etc.), the freight conditions (ex factory, free domicile, etc.), the location of the
market, the area of application of the prices, the quantities purchased (quantity discount) and
the terms of payment. ’

The combination of invidual price series to index series for the various groups of goods and
services is of particular importance for the observation of economic development. Only by means
of such group indices it is possible to get a concrete idea of price movements in a specific sphere —
e.g. in agriculture, industry or refail trade — and of the effect the price changes have for the
groups of purchasers and sellers concerned. )

The significance of price indices depends on certain conditions: The prices must be comparable
in point of time, i.e. they must always relate to the same type, quality, marketing stage, freight
conditions, elc. In statistical work endeavours are therefore made to adjust the computed price
indices for irregularities due to changes in the condition of the goods or in the terms of distribution
and delivery. In a price index the individual goods or sérvices must be subject to the same basic
conditions at the various dates of computation, since otherwise the index would not show the
actual changes in prices. As the structure of turnover or expenditure, which serves as the basis
for the weighting of an index (“shopping basket”), changes over the years, this affects the utility
of the general index and of the group indices in providing information for longer periods.
Therefore the selection of goads and the weighting pattern of the indices must be revised from
fime fo time. ) .

Price indices are computed for all major sectors of economy or marketing stages. There are
indices of purchase prices (e.g. purchase prices for foreign goods, for farm supplies, consumer
prices) and of selling prices (e.g. selling prices of agricultural products, of industrial praducls
and of retail trade). The most important price indices are:

Producers’ prices for industrial products,
Producers’ prices for agriculfural producis,
Producers’ prices for forestry products (raw-wood),

Prices of selected basic malerials (purchase prices of manufacturing for domestic and foreign
raw maierials and semi-finished producis),

Pu'rch;lse prices for foreign goods and selling prices for export goods (import prices, export
prices),

Purchase prices for farm supplies (prices for goods and services excl. wages),

Prices for services in new construction and maintenance of residential buildings as well as in.
new construction of selected non-residential buildings, roads, bridges and farm roads (purchase
pric)es paid by the investors which are at the same fime the selling prices of the building contrac-
tors), .

Selling prices in retail irade,
Cost-of-living index (purchase prices paid by private households for goods and services). -
Yarious special indices are alsa computed. Other cost-of-living indices are in preparation.

Prices for building land have been newly included. The relevant index has not yet been comput-
ed so far. These are purchase and selling prices which have been paid or realized by various
interested parties.

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E@lunaio;y Notes

This section first presenis results of the current surveys of earnings in indusiry and frade as well as
agriculture and handicrafts (Tables 1 to 6). They are followed by dafa on the size distribytion of
wages and salaries from the latest survey of salary and wage structure in indusiries and thesery- .
ice sector relating to the situation in October 1962 (Table 7). There are further figures on agreed .
wages and salaries in indusiries, central and local government as well as in agriculture (Tables 8
and 9). Finally, there is a presentation of the monthly salaries of Federal Government officiafs
and public service employees (Tables 10 and 11).

Current surveys of earnings

The current survey of earnings in industry and trade is a sample survey held at quarterly intervals
(for the months of January, April, July and Ociober) according to the payroll procedure. Work-" -
ers (wage earners) are all dependently employed-persons liable fo be insured in the workers’ old
age insurance funds. Salaried employees are those employed persons who are compulsory
insurants in the employees’ old age insurance funds, or would be if their.earnings did not exceed
the limit of compulsory insurance or if they were not exempt from insurance due fo special reg-" -
ulations. Only persons employed on a full-time basis and during the whole report period are -

included in the survey. Managerial employees with full powers of supervision and disposition. -
(Qualification Group 1), masters and apprentices are not covered.

The allocation to the various qualification groups depends on the vocational training and expe-
rience of the employed persons. As far as workers are concerned, Qualification Group 1 mainfy
comprises skilled workers, Qualification ‘Group 2 semi-skilled workers and Qualification Group 3
unskilled workers. The qualification groups for salaried employees range from employees with
special experience performing independent functions in a responsible position with a restricted
power of disposition (Qualification Group ) fo those doing simple or routine work which does
not require any vocational education (Qualification Group V). (For further details see ““Stafisti-
sches Jahrbuch™, 1958, p. 439, and “Statistisches Jahrbuch', 1960, p. 498.)

For workers are recorded the “weekly hours worked” and the “weekly hours paid”. Hours
worked are the hours actually performed at the working place, i.e. as a rule the time spent within
the local unit or at the working place less the general breaks {such as lunch-hourand breakfast).

" Weekly hours paid” are the “weekly hours worked” plus the “paid hours lost”, e.g. for legal
holidays, paid leave, paid breaks in work, paid dead time for business and personal reasons

(meetings or celebrations of the staff, consultations of a docfor, etc.). .

The *grass earnings” comprise all amounts currently (regularly) paid to the employee by the
employer. These are normally the wages or salaries coniracted ‘by collective bargaining or free
agreement incl. agreed and other efficiency premiums, welfare allowances and other extra pay
and aliowances. Non-recurring payments, such as bonuses and additional leave pay are not
included. . )

\

The indices eliminate the effect of changes in the compasition of employed persons and show how
the average weekly hours paid and the average gross earnings of workers in industry, as well -
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_ as the average gross monthly earnings of salaried employees in industry and irade, would have
changed if the composition of the aggregate persons employed for the relevant period under
review had coincided with that of the base period.

The current survey of earnings in handicrafis is conducted according to the same methodological
principles followed in the “current survey of earnings in industry and trade”, but only for the
months of May and November of each year and only in nine selected branches of handicrafts.
Data are published on senior journeymen, junior journeymen and other workers (see also
“Statistisches Jahrbuch”, 1960, p. 499).

As to working hours and gross earnings see survey of earnings in indusiry and jrade.

The current survey of earnings in agriculture is a sample survey conducted once a year, viz. for the
month of September. The gross cash earnings (incl. all allowances and extra pay as well as the,
wages withheld for remuneration in kind) are recorded for selected groups of agricuftural labour.

Statistics of agreed wages and salaries

The indices of agreed hourly wages and monthly salaries in industries, ceniral and local government
are based on a seleciion of the principel collective and single-plant agreements in force. Each
ngreerﬁent is represented by the highest and the lowest wage or salary groups as well as by others
which comprise a greater number of persons. The indices are computed from the cgreed real
time rates per hour for workers in the highest age range of the standard wage scale and from
the agreed ultimate salaries in the highest locality class for salaried employees. Neither exira
pay-and allowances of any kind nor piece-rates are considered.

For computing the index of agreed weekly hours of work, the saume collective agreements are
used as for the indices of agreed hourly wages and monthly salaries.

The index of agreed wages in agriculiure considers all 11 general ugréemenis which are in force
in the Federal Republic with the exception of Hamburg, Bremen, the Saar and Berlin ( West).
From these agreements the major wage groups have been selected for which real time rates
are usad. L : :

average of 141 households were covered by these surveys. o

Household type 2: 4-person households of wage and salary earners with medium income of
the head of household. The monthly gross income in 1965 was to be between 650 and 1,000 DM.
These limits are fixed and modified in the light of the average gross earnings of salaried employ-
ees and wage earners and the relevant changes. A monthly average of 365 households were
covered by these surveys. -
Household type 3: 4-person households of officials and salaried employeesin the upper range
of incomes. The monthly gross income of the household in 1965 was to be between 1,600 and
2,000 DM, the monthly gross income of the head of househeld being at least 1,400 DM. A monthly
average of 367 households were covered by these surveys. :

The sample surveys on income and expenditure cover, contrary to the continvous family
budget surveys, the income and expenditure of all social groups of the population-and of all
sizes of households. The first of these surveys was held between June 1962 and May 1963; it is
repeated at intervals of three to five years. .

XXII1. National Accounts

Explanatory Noties

The national product represents, in summary form, the economic output of a national econo-
my, i. e. of the permanent residents (persons and instifutions) of a given country. However, these
““residents’ partly perform their economic activity “abroad”, while, on the other hand, also
“non-residents” are économically active “in the couniry”. The economic output generated
within the borders of the Federal Republic — domestic product — therefore differs from the
national product by the earned income and the income from property accruing to “residents"”
from the “rest of the world”, less the corresponding income accruing to “non-residents in the
country”.

The national product and the domestic product may be computed both on a “gross’” and a
“net” basis, in the lafter case after providing for depreciafion-due to wear and tear at replace-
ment cost. The .ilems may be valued at market prices or — after subtraction of the taxes de-
ductible for the calculation of profits (indirect taxes) and addition of government subsidies
paid for the current production ~ at factor cost. Moreover, the presentation of the various
elements of the national product at constant prices permits to indicate whether and to what
an extent the development at current prices is due to changes in prices or quantities.

The industrial origin of the national product is compuled by considering the contributions made
y the various industries to the domestic product. Where these contributions are made by
enterprises, the computations are generally based on the gross value of production, i. e. the
value-of current sales of goods and services (incl. goods sold as purchased and the consumption
of entrepreneurs), the changes in stocks of semi-finished and finished goods from own production’
as well as own-account construction. The contribution to the gross domestic product at
market prices is obtained by subtracting from the gross value of production the so-called
intermediate goods and services; these are goods and services (incl. goods sold as purchased)
received from other economic units and used for production purposes. Most of the output
“produced” by thé general government (central and local government and social security). is
however not “‘sold" but provided to the general public without specific compensation. Therefore,
the contribution of these institutions fo the domestic product can be computed only by way of
the *“‘production cost’; it represents the aggregate of the income paid to the persons employed
by these institutions, of an imputed nef rent for the use of own buildings, of depreciation and
indirect taxes paid by these insfitutions. Only the remuneration paid fo labour employed by
these institutions is considered as contribution of private households and private non-profit -
institutions.
The distribution of national income (net national produci af factor cost) —i. e. of the aggregate
earned income and income from property accruing fo “‘residents” — is presented according to the
twosourcesofincome, i.e. “income from employment” and “income from entrepreneurship and
property”, as well as by groups of income receivers. k is distinguished between ‘‘private
households™ (incl. private non-profit institutions), “incorporated enterprises” and *‘general
government”’. — The aggregate income of private households (incl. private non-profit
institutions) comprises, apart from earned income and income from property, pensions, sick-pay,
benefits and other current transfers effected by general government and the rest of ithe world.
The disposable income (after redistribution) of private households for consumption and
saving is obtained by subtracting from the aggregate income the direct taxes, social insurance
and similar contributions of private households. ’

On the appropriation side of the national product, private consumption expenditure
includes the purchases of goods and services by private households for consumption purposes
and the own consumption of private non-profit institutions. The purchases of private households
also include, among others, the own consumption of the entrepreneurs and the rental value of
owner-occupied dwellings. Government consumption expenditure also comprises, apart
from current expenditure on personnel and materials, the gross rents for buildings owned and
used by the general government and the expenditure on durable military equipment and con-
structions. Fixed asset formation also includes self-produced durable capital goods, con-
struction work bedun and major repairs involving an appreciation, while non-durable goods
of little velue are eéxcluded. The changes in stocks consist of changes in stocks of raw materials
and supplies as well as of semi-finished and finished goods valued at replacement cost. The
difference betweéii exports and imporils of goods and services is referred o as “net exporis
of geods and seérvices”. Imporis and exports comprise also non-military transfers between
governments, consumption expenditure of “residents abroad’ and vice versa, as well as earned
income and incomie from property paid in both directions. .

It shows as a balance net exporls () or imports (—). The transfers comprise the balancing
entries for the net movemenis of goods and capital, the balance being the net transfers from
abroad (+) or to abroad (—). The balance of capital transactions records the movements of -
long-term capital transactions in part on a gross basis, i. e. separately by increases (new in-
vestment) and decreases (redemption, liquidation) of assels and liabilities, in part also on a net
basis as the balance of increases and decreases of assels and liabilities. Shori-term capital
transactions indicate the changes in shorl-term assets and liabilities. The balance represents the
increase (+) or decrease (—) of net foreign assets. :
