In an international part the Handbook presents a number of benchmark data lor
various cou-ntries, thus permitting international comparisons to be made in several
fields. Delinitions given in the explanatory notes preceding each chapter and a
number ol charts will facilitate the access to the Iigr:res compiled iD the individual
tables.

In addition to the English and French issues published so far, the 1970 edition
has for the first time also been translated into Spanish.

Thc
sphcres oI production iuto which thc comodity groups md braachcs ire combiaed do not providc
my indications as to the shares ol invetncat goods and cousumer goods in loreiga tradc, as major
corrmcr goods (e.g. television scts and r€lrigerators) are lor iqstancc recordcd as elrctrical goo&
in the sphcre ol iavetmeEt-goods irdutries.

The indicated values goerally relate to the lrootier crossiug valuc, i.e. to the value frcc at bordcr
ol the report area, Ior imports ucluding Geman import duties,

Contrary to the current valus (see preceding paragaph), the volume has been corputed d roJrr-
riori. lt is determined by recording the quutities reported per commodity nmber Ior the period
uder review at the uuit value (value per quantity urit) oI 1962. ThereJore thc volue reprceEts
the value as it rvould have ben iI the uqit values (prices) oI 1962 had reroiried uchuged during
the periods under review.

the area oI application oI the prices, the quantities purchaed (quetity discount) and thc tem of
payEe[t.

The combiuation of individual price series to iudex series Ior the variou groups o[ goods and sewicc
is oI particular importance lor the obscryation o[ cconomic developmeat' Only by meus ol suci
group irdices it is possible to get a coqcrete idea of price movemcnts in a specific sphcre - c'g' in
agricultue, indutry or retail trade - and oI the effect the price changes have Ior the groups oI pu-
chasers and sellen concerned.

The sigaificance o{ price indics depends on certain coEditions: The price mut be compuablc,
i, e. they must always relate ia point oI time to the see type, quality, marketiDg stage, Ireight coD-

ditioN, etc. Iq statistical work endeavow are therelore made to adj6t the coBputcd pricc iudice
Ior irregulaitie due to changes iE tbe colditioE oI the goods or in the tems oI distribution ud deliv-

cry. In a price iadex the individual goods or seruice must be subjcct to the same broic conditiou
at tLe vaiou d.ats of computatioD, silce otheroise the index wor:.ld not show the actual chuga
in prices, As the strucrure oI tugnover or expenditure, rvhich serves as the basis lor the weigtting oI

aa index (..shoppilg basket"), changes over the years, this affects the utility oI tbe general irdex ad
oI the group iadices in providing inlormation for longer periods. Therefcre the selectioo oI goods ud
the weighting pattern oI the indices mut be revised from time to time'
